GUIDELINES FOR CHEST HEART AND STROKE SCOTLAND 
PRACTICE DEVELOPMENT AWARDS

CHSS accepts applications for funding up to £1,000 from nurses and AHP’s to attend and/or organize meetings, courses and training days, or to undertake study visits to recognized centres of excellence.  If the application is for travel to an overseas centre, CHSS must be assured similar training cannot be obtained in the UK.  Committee members may suggest alternatives.

Applicants must be living and working in Scotland.

Priority will be given to those living and working in rural areas where there are likely to be significantly higher travelling and subsistence costs involved in such visits.

Training activities which are solely designed to improve academic qualifications will not be funded by CHSS.  In particular, basic training requirements directly associated with the establishment of new services will not be funded.  Nursing training incorporated in Professional Studies I and II will not be considered.  

Applicants must approach their employer/centre of education for funding before approaching CHSS, and any pledged funding noted on application.  If employer funding is not available, please state reason.  Joint applications will not be accepted.
It is a stipulation of funding that a short report be submitted to CHSS immediately after returning from travel, or on completion of study.  Receipts should be submitted, and should there be any unspent monies on accommodation, etc., these should be returned to CHSS.  It should be noted our allowance for overnight accommodation is £65.00.

Applications will be considered only on the relevant application form.  20 copies, plus original, are required.
